Bernard Baudry, Chinon Rosé, Cabernet Franc, Loire Valley, France

Bernard Baudry and his son Matthieu are making wonderful wines from the town of Chinon along the Loire River,
specialising in Cabernet Franc. Most of the wines are red here, however a small quantity of rosé is also produces
with wonderful charm.

Thorne & Daughters, ‘Rocking Horse’, Roussanne | Chenin Blanc, Western Cape, South Africa

John and Natasha Seycombe are making wines with their two young daughters, with all the wines they produce
being named after their childhood toys. This is a true Cape blend with a hint of fruit, beautiful texture and subtle
length.

Bass Phillip, ‘Premium’, Chardonnay, Gippsland, Victoria

Bass Phillip was founded in 1979 and set out to be recognised, as they are today for high quality Chardonnay and
Pinot Noir. The cooler temperatures of Gippsland, impeccable vineyard management and minimal intervention
winemaking bring about a wonderfully Burgundian style of Chardonnay.

Azienda Agricola La Visciola, Cesanese del Piglio, ‘Priore Mozzata' Lazio, Italy

This is a red wine that the Ancient Romans would have certainly drunk. The Cesanese grape variety consists of
only 600 hectares of vines grown in and around Rome. The DOCG of Cesanese is considered to be the greatest
expression of this wine. Piero Macciocca and his wife Rosa, and two daughters Cecilia and Elisia are considered
to be the producer flying the tallest flag for Cesanese; with deep power and concentration of berry fruit with a
hint of earth.

Chéateau Rauzan-Ségla, ‘Ségla’, Cabernet Sauvignon | Merlot , Margaux, Bordeaux, France

Margaux produces some of the finest, and elegant red wines in Bordeaux, and Chateau Rauzan-Ségla is one of the
most established 2ieme Grand Cru Classé. This is a second wine which they produce from it their own vineyards,
surrounding the chateau. Cabernet Sauvignon led and blended with Merlot, and a smidge of Petit Verdot and
Cabernet Franc, this is a classic yet refined blend.

Domaine de Durban, Muscat Blanc a Petits Grains, Muscat de Beaumes-de-Venise,
Rhéne Valley, France

Muscat has long been grown in the Rhone Valley, having been planted by the Romans. This producer manages
to bring a wonderful floral quality to their sweet wines, with orchard fruit and a hint on honey

Domaine Ostertag, ‘Muenchberg’ Grand Cru, Riesling, Alsace, France

André Ostertag is making wines from his family domaine in the town of Epfig, just south-west of Strassbourg.
He has divided his 14ha of vines into many sub-plots and this one comes from the Grand Cru of Muenchberg -
named after the monks who planted vines here in the 11th-12th century. This wine has a brilliant elegance, citrus
fruit and wonderful length.

Sadie Family, ‘Kokerboom,, Sémillon, Swartland, South Africa

Eben Sadie is often regarded as making some of the greatest, if not the greatest, wines of South Africa.
Kokerboom is made from 90-year-old vines of Sémillon Blanc and Sémillon Gris planted on the Citrusdal
Mountain in Swartland. These bush vines have never been irrigated, nor seen any herbicides or pesticides and
produce a tiny number of grapes. While Semillon is generally a subtle wine, this has far more character and
generosity than any other Semillon most people will come across.

Domaine Henri & Gilles Buisson, Saint-Romain 'Sous la Velle', Chardonnay, Burgundy, France

Brothers: Franck and Frédérick Buisson can trace their grape growing lineage back to 1758, and today are
recognised as producing wonderful wines made from Chardonnay and Pinot Noir. They farm 20ha in and around
the town of Saint-Romain which sits high up on the slopes of the Cotes de Beaune. This wonderful Saint-Romain
produces pure, nuanced and crystalline Chardonnay.

Williams Selyem, Anderson Valley, California, USA

What once started as a hobby, between two friends - Burt Williams and Ed Selyem - making wine out of a

car garage on the weekends of the late 70s ended up becoming not only a profession, but a one of the most
celebrated wineries of California. This Pinot Noir is matured for 11 months in French barriques, and offers a deep,
dark and brooding style of Pinot Noir.

Brokenwood, ‘Graveyard Vineyard', Shiraz, Hunter Valley

Regarded as the finest red wine of New South Wales, the Graveyard Vineyard Shiraz is a blend of the best parcels at
the Brokenwood Estate. Matured in French oak barrels and carefully cellared for 15 years in bottle, this 2009 shows
wonderful red fruit, spice and suppleness.

Chéateau d'Yquem, Premier Cru Supérieur Sauternes, Bordeaux, France

Chateau d'Yquem one of the most famous wines of the world. Adored for its harmonious sweetness while
showcasing an incomparable array of fruit, body and weight. A blend of Sauvignon Blanc and Sémillon itis
matured for three years in French barriques which adds incredible complexity and sweet spice.

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RHONE VALLEY

Did you know that there are vineyards along virtually the entire length of the Rhone River, from its source in
the Swiss Alps to its mouth near Marseilles? The variety of wines is staggering, unsurprisingly. In wine terms,
the valley is split into the northern and southern Rhéne. The vineyards in the north, some of the oldest in
France, are etched into the mountainside on narrow terraces at dizzying gradients, with the great majority of
wine being made from the Syrah grape. The region's most famous wines are the deep-flavoured, long-lived
reds of Hermitage and the generally more fragrant and delicate Cote-Rbtie. The southern Rhéne, meanwhile,
is more user-friendly (more boozy, too — we're looking at you, Chateauneuf-du-Pape). You can thank the
openly fruity character of the Grenache grape, which rules here. And the change in scenery - it's the gateway
to Provence, think olive trees, lavender and cicadas.
